Crown Slabs are available in a wide range of densities to suit almost any thermal or
acoustic insulation application and they can be die-cut to size and shape to suit client
specific requirements. Slabs can be supplied plain or alternatively faced one or both sides
with a choice of aluminium foil, reinforced Bright Class ÔOÕ foil or black or white tissue.

Application

Crown Slabs are used extensively for the production of parts used for the thermal and
acoustic insulation of domestic and industrial cookers, heating appliances, boilers, hot and
cold water tanks, air conditioning equipment and railway rolling stock.  

Operating Temperature

Crown Slabs can be used at continuous operating temperatures up to 230¼C and down to
cryogenic temperatures, providing a 100% vapour barrier is maintained to prevent ingress
of moisture vapour. They may be used at temperatures up to 540¼C in selected applications.

Unfaced, Crown Slabsachieve a Euroclass A1 fire rating (non-combustible) when tested in
accordance with BS EN 13501-1.

Unfaced, Crown Slabs are non-combustible, when tested in accordance with

Unfaced, Crown Slabscomply with the Class 'O' requirements of the Building Regulations,
when tested to BS476: Part 6: 1981 and Part 7: 1987.

Crown Slabs are rot-proof, odourless, non-hygroscopic, do not sustain vermin and will not
encourage the growth of fungi, mould or bacteria. They do not settle under vibration, when
tested in accordance with BS2972: 1975 (1984). Crown Slabs are dimensionally stable
under varying conditions of temperature and humidity and are compatible with most
surfaces they are likely to come into contact with.
